Dear Parents,
Edison School is in the process of adopting 

a new reading program for the 2007 – 2008 
school year. A district wide committee 
selected two reading programs from a list of 

state approved reading programs for us to choose from. Both reading 
programs provide a well-organized, articulated K-5 reading curriculum 
that is aligned with the State of Oregon’s grade level standards for 
reading. 

Both programs are designed to help teachers provide high quality, 
research-based reading instruction for students who are reading 
at, below or above their respective grade level. The goal is for all 
students, regardless of their reading level, to have access to the new 
comprehensive reading program. To help with this important goal, each 
reading program includes supplemental materials and teaching strategies 
designed to support remedial readers and challenge advanced readers. 
Struggling and advanced readers whose skill levels and instructional 
needs go beyond the scope of the core reading program will have access 
to other reading programs designed to meet their individual reading 
needs. 

Adopting a new reading program is both an exciting and challenging 
process. It is exciting because it offers every student the opportunity 
to learn to read using a research proven program that begins in 
kindergarten and builds on itself, progressing in a logical and systematic 
way through 5th grade. Adopting a new K-5 reading program at Edison 
is a significant change especially for our fourth and fifth graders who are 
used to the excitement of reading novels in a literature-based reading 
program that is truly unique to Edison. 

The Edison staff is busy reviewing materials and discussing the merits 
of the two proposed reading programs. We are also processing the 
difficult and at times emotional prospect of changing the way we teach 
reading. In the end, I am confident that the skill and expertise of the 
Edison staff combined with a new, comprehensive reading program will 
help insure that all students develop a life-long love and appreciation for 
reading.

Feel free to contact your child’s teacher or me if you have questions 
regarding the new reading adoption. We look forward to introducing 
the new reading program to interested parents at an evening meeting 
later this spring.

Living here in the Pacific Northwest we are surrounded by a myriad of beautiful hiking trails 

right in our backyard. Have you ever wondered what the health benefits of hiking are? Well 
wonder no further: the health benefits, both physically and psychologically, are numerous. 
Hiking is essentially walking, which is considered to be one of the most perfect forms of exercise. 
Some of the countless health benefits of hiking include: losing excess pounds, preventing heart 
disease, decreasing high blood pressure, improving and maintaining mental health, slowing the 
aging process, preventing osteoporosis, and preventing and controlling diabetes. Another great 
thing about hiking is that the cost is negligible and that you can make it a family affair. It is 
relatively easy to take children of any age and they will benefit by spending more quality time 
with family members while improving their physical stamina and increasing their team- building 
skills.

An excellent book for families interested in child-friendly hikes is Best Hikes with Children:

•	 VISIT a church that you don't usually attend and talk 
about respecting people who have different religious 
beliefs. 

•	 LEARN about the Kalapuya Indians, the native people 
who populated our area long before the pioneers. 

•	 VOLUNTEER to help with a project that includes elderly 
people, homeless people, or people of different races/
nationalities.   

•	 ASK an older person or someone from a different country 
to share stories with your family about his or her life. 

•	 ENCOURAGE your kids to respect their bodies by eating 
healthy foods, getting plenty of sleep and exercising. 

•	 EXPECT your kids to use good manners at home as well as 
in the community. 

•	 TALK about people in the news who model respect rather 
than hate and homophobia in their lives. 

•	 CARE for the earth by creating less waste at home, buying 
food from local farmers, and riding your bikes more often.   

•	 TRAVEL to other countries and learn different languages. 

•	 MODEL respect as you interact with your children and 
your spouse.

There was a discussion of the April 13 staff development day 
when teachers will either look at new Language Arts materials 
being adopted or will work more on the mission/vision 
statements for the school and academic competencies. There 
was an incident at school which made it clear there is a need 
for more cultural competency training--the training will be 
done by Eugene Education. There is also a group of staff and 
Site Council members who are putting together a curriculum 
for cultural competencies. Next month Tom will talk about 
staffing and we will be discussing school improvement.

Principal’s Report: At one time we discussed Edison 
becoming a global school in that each grade explores a 
different culture; the new mission statement starts to address 
this concept. There are calls continuing to come in requesting 
transfers and they are now being turned away due to capacity. 
The district is adopting a new reading curriculum and Edison 
will have the choice of two different programs. Under this 
curriculum all students will be receiving instruction within the 
regular classroom because it includes remedial and expansive 
instruction. Tom feels the curriculum being considered is 
extremely strong and will serve all students at any reading 
level.

Following are highlights from the Feb. 13 Site Council 

meeting:

Edison Garden Project: Susan Daniell presented the 
proposed garden project, survey results, possible curricular 
applications and plan including expenditures.

Announcement: The University of Oregon has given 
Edison $10,000! The money has been put in the student 
body funds account. It is to be used for interdisciplinary 
models for problem solving with a technical focus. We need 
to connect with the university about how these funds are 
used.
