Procedures
Classroom lice checks by parent volunteers

 Each classroom will have trained parent volunteers who 
routinely check for head lice on the first Friday of each month. If 
a new case of live lice is discovered at school in between routine 
checks then parent volunteers will check the entire school as soon 
as possible. The next routine check will occur within 30 days of 
the ASAP check.

Response and treatment for live lice 
• Parent checker notifies Vicki
• Vicki notifies the teacher and contacts parents 
• Student remains in class until parent arrives
• Parent receives a copy of lice procedures with instructions for 

treatment 
• Parent takes student home for treatment 
• Student is rechecked in the office upon returning to school
• Student returns to class if treatment was successful
• Student returns home if treatment was not successful
• School Nurse is notified after 3 unsuccessful rechecks 

Response and treatment for nits only 
• Parent checker notifies Vicki
• Vicki notifies the teacher and contacts the parents 
• Student remains in school 
• Parent receives a copy of lice procedures with instructions on 

how to treat 
• Student is rechecked in the office upon returning to school
• Student remains in school and parent is notified if nits persist

Parent Noti�cation 
A “Request to Monitor” for head lice information form will 

be sent home with all students if live louse are found anywhere 
at school. Parents are encouraged to check their own children for 
head lice and are directed to some helpful websites. The discovery 
of nits only does not warrant school wide parent notification.

Wonder 
about 
weather?

The district will NOT 
make an announcement if 
school is IN SESSION. The 
district will either announce 
that buses are on snow routes, that school is delayed two hours, or that 
school will be canceled.

Parents have several ways to hear about weather-related school 
closures in the Eugene School District. District-run radio station 
KRVM-FM 91.9 will run school closure information regularly. Other 
local radio and TV stations will also air closure information, although 
the district cannot guarantee the accuracy of the message reported on 
those stations. For closure information on-line, go to www.valleyinfo.
net. Whenever possible, weather-related notices will also be posted on 
the front of the 4J web site, www.4j.lane.edu. 

Students who ride school buses that sometimes use snow routes 
have been informed of what to do when snow routes are in effect. For 
more information about snow routes, contact the 4J Transportation 
Department at 687-3435.

Dear families,
The Environmental Protection Agency has identified unnecessary 

vehicle idling as a contributor to air pollution and increased health risk 
in our state. One of the worst areas for unnecessary idling is at schools, 
as parents wait to drop off and pick up their children.

To illustrate this point, consider this: according to Airwatch 
Northwest, just one vehicle dropping off and picking up one child 
at one school puts, on average, about three pounds of pollution into 
the air per month. Multiply that by hundreds of vehicles per day and 
the risk increases for children to develop asthma and other respiratory 
diseases. In addition, idling consumes more fuel than turning off and 
on your engine, so it also costs you money.

We have included a fact sheet with this letter to give you more 
information on the hazards of idling and to help illustrate just why 
this issue is so critical.

Our district’s school buses do not idle while waiting for students 
and we have updated or modified most of our bus fleet to lower 
emissions and save fuel.

We ask that you become an active participant in improving air 
quality and reducing health risks by minimizing idling when dropping 
off and picking up your child. This simple but critical change, idling 
your vehicle no longer than 30 seconds, will drastically improve the air 
quality in your neighborhoods and the air our children breathe while 
being dropped off at, and picked up from, school.

I appreciate your consideration of this issue, especially in the 
light that raising children seems to be getting more hectic with every 
passing year. Please look for signs and other directions, requests and 
encouragement at your school this fall on how you can help all our 
children breathe easier.

We live in a stop and go world. We drive to and from work, 
stop at the drive-up at the bank, take our kids to soccer practice, 
pick up a quick dinner at a fast food drive up and run so many 
errands. We often get stuck in traffic or stopped at railroad 
crossings.

While you are driving, be aware of how often you let the car 
idle. Letting your car idle for more than thirty seconds produces 
unnecessary pollution that contributes to poor air quality. 
Excessive idling also damages your car engine.

Why Idling is a Problem
Emissions from cars are a major contributor to respiratory 

illnesses. It’s not a surprise that cars are commonly idled at places 
where people often congregate — schools, banks, drivethrough 
fast food restaurants and parks. Children, the elderly, and people 
with asthma or other respiratory diseases are the most vulnerable 
to the harmful effects of air pollution. Children are especially at 
risk because their lungs are still developing and they breathe faster 
than adults.

Studies in Canada have shown that there is a direct link 
between poor air quality and increased hospital admissions, 
respiratory illnesses, and premature deaths in urban areas.

Idling vehicles emit more pollutants than running vehicles 
because of incomplete combustion from idling engines. 
Incomplete combustion produces larger quantities of greenhouse 
gases and other harmful pollutants. Excessive idling can also 
damage your vehicle’s cylinders, spark plugs, and exhaust systems. 
And, idling engines get zero miles per gallon, wasting gas and 
costing you money.

And, if you think being inside your car when it is idling is safe, 
think again! Sitting inside your car exposes you to higher levels 
of carbon monoxide and other harmful compounds. The highest 
exposure occurs where many idling cars are lined up...at your kid’s 
school, drive-up windows, railroad crossings, and in heavy traffic.

Many people worry about the wear and tear on the car from 
turning the engine on and off.

The truth is, frequent restarting has little impact on engine 
components like the battery and the starter motor. Component 
wear caused by restarting the engine is estimated to add $10 per 
year to the cost of driving, money that will be recovered several 
times over in fuel savings from reduced idling. The bottom line is 
that over ten seconds of idling uses more fuel than restarting the 
engine.

Did you know...idling is not an effective way to warm up your car? 
Modern fuel-injected engines don’t need to be warmed up. Even
in cold weather, thirty seconds is all the idling your car needs.

Think about lighting up your alley as well. Prices for 
porch lights that are motion sensitive vary – I’m sure 
you could find one that fits your budget. EWEB (http://
www.eweb.org/) offers incentives for installing energy 
efficient light fixtures. If you are a customer of EWEB, 
you can request up to 8 coupons for either $20 toward 
an ENERGY STAR® indoor fixture or $10 toward an 
ENERGY STAR® outdoor fixture by calling EWEB at 
484-1125.

 CFL’s are very reasonably priced – check EWEB’s home 
page for more information. I’ve talked with Mark Tuffo at 
EWEB and if you used a motion sensitive porch light with 
a CFL and it was on for about an hour a night for 365 
days, you’d be using about a dollar’s worth of electricity 
a year.

Jumpin’ 
Flash 
Drives!! 
New Portable Technology for Edison

This fall Edison 2nd and 3rd grade students are using a small bit of new 
technology in their classrooms. Alternately named jump, flash or USB drives, 
they are small memory storage devices that hold digital files generated on 
computers in class. The previous system of keeping student works on the 4J 
district’s computer network had many problems.

 “I see many advantages to using the jump drives,” said second grade 
teacher Lisa Fragala. 

“One is it avoids having to assign computers to students if they are saving 
their work on the desktop–this was very confusing to both them and us last 
year when we tried that. Also if a computer crashed students would lose their 
work. I also prefer the jump drives because we are mobile with them–they 
can be used on the laptops or in the computer lab if necessary. I know the 4j 
server is an option as well, but isn’t always available. Also it’s fun to introduce 
kids to another element of technology and to see their working knowledge 
and understanding of it grow.

“It’s been fun and interesting to use these with the kids. First of all, they 
think it is great that they get to use a flash drive. They asked very insightful 
questions about how they worked and what they were for and I could tell 
they were really curious and intrigued.” 

“There has definitely been an instructional component at 2nd grade. You 
can’t just give them a jump drive and they will know how to use it. So we 
took time to teach how to insert them, how to open them, how to save onto 
them, and how to close them. Many successes, but also struggles. I think this 
year’s 2nd graders will be much more comfortable with them next year in 3rd 
grade.”

Her class has been using them to save ‘podcasts’ created in class.
“First they worked to record a mini interview about themselves and then 

they also worked to record a poem that they have written. Students had a lot 
of fun with the recordings and it has been great to have a place to save them.”

Fellow second grade teacher Nancy Whitfield also noted the ongoing 
problems in trying to save students files on the 4J district server. Sometimes 
they couldn’t connect or the system would crash and lose their work.

“The original motivation for going to the flash drives was because 
of frustration with having children save to the server when working on 
projects,” she said. “The hope is to have a device that allows each student 
to be able to work on any computer, regardless if they are connected to the 
server.”

“I’ve not had much access to the laptops before this year so am trying to 
give all children a chance to work on this style of computer. Many of my 
students haven’t worked on a laptop. Hand in hand with this, I am trying 
to teach the steps to save to the flash drives. It has been laborious for lots of 
reasons. But we continue to work on it with the goal of having a device the 
children can use to save their work on any computer.”

The teachers haven’t decided what will happen to the drives next year. 
They might go to the next grade with each student.

Previous problems in file saving were also noted by third grade teacher 
Janine Zimmer-Berg.

“At this point of the year the children are learning the steps of saving their 
files to the jump drives,” she said. “As we will be working on a variety of 
projects the children will be able to save their work on their personal jump 
drives. So the jump drive is kind of a ‘portfolio’ of student projects.”

Much Ado About MRSA?
A medical condition has been making news around the 

country lately, because of its impact in some schools: MRSA 
(Methicillin-Resistant Staphylococcus Aureus, a form of staph 
infection).

MRSA is not uncommon, and is NOT considered 
a potentially deadly communicable condition such as 
meningococcal disease (another condition that periodically 
causes concern in schools). Students can help prevent the 
spread of the MRSA infection following some simple hygiene 
steps like washing hands, covering wounds with bandages, 
and not sharing personal items like towels. The school district 
helps prevent the spread of conditions like MRSA by regularly 
cleaning and disinfecting furniture and equipment that are 
shared by students.

Edison Elementary School 
Complies with Senate Bill 379

In June 2007, Oregon State Senator Vickie Walker 
sponsored a bill–Senate Bill 379–that was passed in the senate 
requiring all public school districts to provide education and 
training for all staff, students and parents related to child 
abuse prevention and compliance with the State of Oregon’s 
Mandated Reporting law.

At the beginning of each school year, the Edison staff 
members are reminded that they are mandated reporters of 
possible child abuse under the Oregon Mandated Reporting 
law. The law requires all school employees–as well as other 
mandated reporters–to report incidents whenever there is a 
reasonable suspicion that child abuse may have happened. The 
law does not ask nor require school employees to investigate 
and determine whether or not child abuse occurred. The 
Oregon Mandated Reporting Law applies to all school 
employees 24 hours a day, seven days a week every day of the 
year. Failure to comply with the law could result in loss of a 
professional license and/or termination of employment with 
the district.

It is important for parents to understand when school 
employees call the Department of Human Services to report 
incidents of possible child abuse that staff members are 
prohibited from informing the child’s parents a report was 
made. Once the report has been made, the Department of 
Human Services decides appropriate next steps and when and 
how parents are informed.

The new law requires that students in grades K-5 receive 
age appropriate training related to personal safety. Each of 
the district’s approved Health curricula for elementary school 
students contains age appropriate lessons related to personal 
safety. In Health classes at Edison, students will learn their 
rights to safe environments at home and at school. They will 
also learn about resources to whom they can turn for help 
when they sense they are not safe. Some students may even 
develop a personal safety plan they can follow if they sense 
they are in danger. If you have questions about the Edison 
Health curricula and its coverage of child abuse education and 
prevention, please e-mail or call Tom or your student’s teacher.

Council

Following are the highlights from the November 
20 Parent Council meeting.

Public Input
Al Cooper from South University 

Neighborhood Association (SUNA) shared 
information about the new kiosk out front: 
1.	Information about a dedication ceremony 

will be coming soon. We hope to invite 
community members who were around 
when Edison was built, to the dedication. 
We would also like to make the dedication 
an educational activity for the students. 

2.	There are rules about what can be posted 
on the board (no commercial information; 
school events only.) If you have something 
you would like posted, please submit it to 
Tom for approval. 

3.	Due to some unforeseen costs, the project 
went over budget. Edison will likely help 
cover the cost of the deficit (a couple 
hundred dollars) with money SUNA has 
donated to Edison from past garage sales.

Principal’s Report
Tom shared that there is a new, more 

comprehensive law in Oregon regarding 
reporting child abuse. Edison will be 
including age appropriate information about 
child abuse in each grades health curriculum. 
(See article on pg. 10.)

4J is continuing to gather information 
from the Shaping the Future survey. A couple 
of Edison parents will help share perspectives 
with the committee.

Edison is implementing a new head lice 
policy. In addition to monthly checks, school 
wide checks will be performed when live lice 
are found, and all parents will be notified 
and given information about how to monitor 
and treat their children at home. Kimmer 
Morrison, the South Region School Nurse, 
will facilitate training with classroom head 
checkers. (See article on pg 2.)

The bike shelter project has been a great 
partnership between the UO and Edison 
students and parents. There will likely be  
grant money to help with building costs.

Edison submitted a proposal to purchase 
Smart Boards and document cameras for 
three more teachers, bringing the total 
to seven classrooms outfitted with these 
teaching tools. The 4/5 team received two 
grants from Fred Meyer to support math, and 
to buy globes.

Edison was also awarded two EEF grants 
for a recording project, and to buy recorders.

4J is trying to reduce emissions from 
idling cars. (See article on pg. 3.)

EVENTS
Book Fair recap: Hillary Johnson 

reported that the book fair made 
approximately $1600 profit. With the help 
of a buyer through 4J, the money will be 
used to purchase books for our school library. 
Combined with remaining money from last 
year’s book fair, Edison will purchase books 
to support our cultural competency goals.

Night this year and the consensus was that 
it went just fine. We discussed ways to 
encourage more parents to attend–perhaps a 
musical performance by grade level.

Thanks to all the parents 
who helped with the evening! 

Co�ee Fundraiser: Orders were due Nov. 
26th. If sales goes well, we may plan another 
order in the spring.

T-shirts: Leita Dzubay reported that the 
order form went home with students last 
week. Our goal is that every student who 
wants one gets one.

Spring Fling: Tara Parrillo reported that 
Laurelwood is tentatively booked for the 
silent auction March 14th. The current plan 
is to host a silent auction with dessert and 
wine for the parents at Laurelwood and a 
Kid’s Night Out at Edison at the same time.

Fundraising, EEF Grants, make a difference

You bought books at the Edison Book Fair, registered your credit card 
for eScrip, sold coffee and cocoa and took your student to Kids Night 
Out. After all that you receive a letter asking for another contribution to 
Edison. Where does all that money go? Good question.

This year the salaries of six Edison staff are being supported 
through parent fundraising efforts. Funds support our Kindergarten 
teachers, PE specialist, and reading and behavioral assistants. Parent 
generated funds also supported technology integration. Smart boards, 
20 computers on wheels with laptops and professional development 
time help bring the latest learning opportunities to Edison classrooms. 
More than $100,000 is being spent this year to supplement district 
and state funding. 

Where do these funds come from? Throughout the course of last 
year, there were 23 different fundraising efforts. From “Funds for 
Free” (Chinook Books, Unique Eugene, eScript and Box Tops) to 
EEF (fundraising letters to parents and the neighborhood and EFT 
donations) to the jog-a-thon, spring fling, on-line donations and many 
others. All these efforts netted nearly $90,000. Last year was one of the 
most successful years ever for Edison students.

The Edison Advancement Committee wants to thank all the 
families who have given so generously. We recognize that many 
families participate in more than one fundraiser throughout the year 
and we value your involvement.

This year we have established a goal of $90,000. Funds are needed 
to support one classroom teacher and our literacy, technology, 
kindergarten and behavioral assistants. Technology Integration 
continues. Ten more computers on wheels with laptops, a printer and 
projector will be funded. School improvement projects will also be 

assisted this year including a portion of the Five Trait CD project.
If you and your family have responded to the November parent 

letter requesting a financial contribution, THANK YOU! If you are still 
considering a donation, remember that your donation is tax-deductible. 
It is also a great way to use your Oregon Kicker tax refund.

We also have great news: Edison students will have two new 
opportunities to make beautiful music, made possible by two grants 
from the Eugene Education Fund. 

The first of the new programs will provide all students in grades 3, 
4, and 5 with recorders. In past years only students in grades 4 and 5 
learned to play the recorder and were required to buy their instrument. 
Recorders were used only a few weeks of the year and students needed 
to remember to bring them to school. With grant funds the school will 
purchase recorders that can be stored at the school and used throughout 
the year and many years to come.

The second grant-funded project is a CD of Edison students 
performing music inspired by the study of Edison’s five interpersonal 
characteristics: cooperation, compassion, respect, inclusion, and 
integrity. Throughout the year students will assist local musician Rich 
Glauber in creating and producing the Five-Traits CD. Each of the 
Five-Traits units culminates in an all-school assembly where music will 
be recorded for the CD. The CD will be professionally engineered and 
available without charge to all students in May. The project will be a 
reflection of the work the students have done throughout the year.
