Dear Parents, 

What do bridges and websites have in common?  They are both shut down while under 
construction.  One would never consider driving a car over a bridge under construction.  
Schools are different, however.  Educational research brings us new and better pedagogy 
and methods for instructing students on a regular basis.  These are not fads but research 
based, well-developed, practices that can increase the effectiveness of instruction and 
student performance.  But unlike bridges and websites, schools do not close while teach-
ers are learning these new methods.  We continue driving on the old bridge as the new 
bridge is being constructedðin the same spot-- while under the scrutiny of parents and the 
public via test scores.  This is a difficult profession, yet educators give it their all because 
we love what we do. 

This dual construction is often confusing for parents to understand and difficult for teachers, still in the early 
stages of learning, to explain.  We face this each time a new piece of technology is introduced into the classroom, 
a new curriculum is purchased or a new system of reporting is used.  This is an issue we have just faced with 
EasyCBM Test Scores enclosed in your childôs report card. 

We are very sensitive to and we appreciate Charlemagne parents who want up-to-date information on their childôs 
progress.  Currently 4J is ahead of much of the nation in developing a system of data collection and dissemination 
that is easily accessible and user friendly, but it is still under construction.  The format you received in the fall was 
different from the one you received in the winter and this new format has generated a good number of questions 
from parents.  In addition, the assessments given this round are different from those given last year so the data  
does not match and is not continuous with last yearôs results.  Believe me, I feel your pain as you try to make 
sense of all this.  The good news is that our data system is getting better. 

In an effort to help answer some parent questions about assessment information, Site Council parent Kelly Powell
-Smith has compiled some simple, easy to understand information which is included in this newsletter.  In addi-
tion,  here are some thoughts to keep in mind when looking at data: 

¶ A test score is a snapshot of your child at one point in time.  Depending upon a number of factors, i.e., time 

tested, health of student, response of student to outside testers vs building personnel, and your childôs individual 
response to assessment, the results may or may not truly reflect your childôs progress. 

¶ Assuming the results to be accurate, however, you receive this data after we have received it and made 

adjustments to the instructional program of your child, if needed.   In general it takes us about six weeks to deter-
mine if a change in a childôs instructional program is effective.   If it is not, we re-evaluate and make other adjust-
ments. 

¶ Our goal is to have every child meet or exceed the state benchmarks.  We monitor students on a regular 

basis and make every effort to let you know if your child is not making steady progress. 

If your child is responding to his/her instructional program and making progress, your child will probably not be a 
candidate for special education services.  Every effort will be made to provide the services needed for your childôs 
success in the regular classroom. 

Currently teachers are learning about and making plans to use the IIPM (Instructional Intervention Progress Moni-
toring) Model.  We  are looking for a way to explain this process to you at a future time.  Until then, I am hopeful 
that the information in this newsletter is helpful to you. 

Thank you for the wonderful students you send us each day and for all the support you give us.  We couldnôt do 
what we do without you.

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SCHOOL NEWS   

Brief Explanation of Common Test Terms, Kelly A. Powell-Smith, Ph.D. NCSP 

Below are some brief explanations of commonly used test scores and terminology. The terms and test scores 
described are those parents might typically encounter regarding their school-age children. Links to websites 
with additional information also are provided. Keep in mind that significant educational decisions should not 
be made on the basis of a single test score. 

 

 

Normative (norm) group 1: Often a studentôs score on a test is interpreted by comparing it to the scores of other students at the same 
age or grade. This comparison or normative group can be a large national sample or a smaller sample, such as comparison groups of 
students at the same age or grade within a state or school district.  EasyCBM assessments, the 4J districtôs math and reading 
assessments you see on your childôs report card, compare students in Eugene and Springfield School Districts within a grade level. 

 

Standard Deviation 1: The standard deviation is how dispersed or spread-out test scores are within a group.  For example, the 
standard deviation helps us to understand how far scores extend above and below the average score in the normative group. 

 

Raw Score : A raw score is the number of items correct on a test or on a section of a test.  

 

Standard Score:  This term is used to refer to a raw score that has been converted to a standardized scale. Raw scores are converted 
to standard scores so that comparisons can be made within and across tests. Commonly used standard scores in educational settings 
include stanines and z-scores. 

 

z-score : A z-score is a type of standard score. The mean z-score is zero. A z-score of +1.00 is one standard deviation above the 
average score. A z-score of -1.00 is one standard deviation unit below the average score. 

 

Stanine 1: The name comes from the fact that stanine scores range from a low of 1 to a high of 9. For instance, a stanine score of 

* 1, 2, or 3 is below average  * 4, 5, or 6 is average * 7, 8, or 9 is above average 

 

Percentile or Percentile Rank : Percentiles reflect the percentage of people whose scores are at or below a given raw score. You 
may see this type of score reported as ñ60%ile,ò meaning the 60th percentile or ñ25%ile,ò meaning the 25th percentile, etc.  This 
indicates that your child scored higher than 60 or 25 percent of students taking the test. 

 

What is typical? When test scores are distributed normally (like with the bell-shaped curve), 95% of the scores fall between one 
standard deviation below the mean (a z-score of -1.00, which is the 3rd stanine or the 16th percentile), and one standard deviation 
above the mean (a z-score of +1.00, which is the 7th stanine or the 84th percentile). Scores below a z-score of -2.00 (the 1st stanine or 
the 2nd percentile) are extremely low. Scores are at or above a z-score of +2.00 (9th stanine or the 98th percentile) are extremely high.

Sometimes riding on the sidewalk feels like the safest place to be but often it can be even 
more dangerous.  Drivers are expecting pedestrians, not cyclists to be on the 
sidewalk.  You are much more visible to drivers when you are on the roadway, both those 
driving in the same direction as you and those turning on from side roads.  Motorists often 
"ease across" the sidewalk before making their stop so they can get see what is 
happening in the roadway.  If you were in the road they would see you, if you're on the 
sidewalk they may not.  If you feel that you must ride on the sidewalk (which is legal in 
Eugene except for some of the downtown core) some recommendations are to 

¶ Ride at a pedestrian pace 

¶ Be aware of cars turning into driveways and onto parallel roadways 

¶ Treat every driveway like an intersection; expect cars to be pulling out, turning into or out of each one. 

  As a motorist be sure to stop before the sidewalk when pulling out of a driveway and to look before turning across 
one.  Remember, being visible AND predictable are your best tools for safety.

  The Dreaded Louse 

The Dreaded Louse:  Schools have traditionally sent out notices to individual classes 
when cases of lice have been reported.  Students were also excluded from schools with 
live lice as well as nits.  These practices have been proven to be ineffective in the treat-
ment and prevention of lice, as well as invasive into the privacy of students.  As a result, 
the Eugene School District Health Services developed a set of guidelines based on CDC 
(Center for Disease Control) recommendations for use in schools.  A synopsis of these 
recommendations will be published in Fox Tales three times a year providing parents 
with reminders to check their children's heads on a regular basis for lice, and to provide 
treatment if they are found.  The information follows: 

Head lice is communicable and spreads by direct contact with a person who has it or 
through the exchange of personal items such as combs, brushes, or other hair-care 

items.   They may also  be transmitted by use of towels, pillowcases, sleeping bags, or clothing such as hats, caps, rib-
bons, wigs, or other coverings.  Lice do not discriminate; they are equal opportunity pests, invading hair and homes re-
gardless or race, religion, gender, socio-economic standing, or education.   

WHAT TO LOOK FOR:   Head lice are hard to see but you can see the eggs (called nits) which are deposited on 
hair shafts and glued there.  They resemble minute flakes of dandruff.  The major symptom of head lice is itching 
of the scalp. 

WHERE TO LOOK:   Head lice and nits can be on any part of the head but most often are found near the scalp 
and in areas at the crown of the head, behind the ears, at the back of the hairline along the neck and at the hair-
line on the forehead. 

TREATMENT:   There are several ñover the counterò medications available but you may want to consult your phy-
sician for a prescription or advice on what to use, especially if infestations reoccur.  All personal and household 
items used in the past 30 days should be washed or treated.  The office has printed instructions to follow. 

If you find your student has head lice, be sure to call the school and let us know so we are kept aware of any new 
cases.  Students are not allowed to return to school until there are no live lic, however, students will not be excluded with 
nits.  Upon return to school, please come to the office to have your childôs head examined before going to class.  If you 

need assistance with the cost of treatment, please contact school nurse, Wendy Jaboro, 710 -7030.

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As you all know, the downturn in the economy is having an unprecedented 
impact on the funding of state and local services.  Education spending ac-
counts for the largest percentage of the Oregon general fund and so we 
know that we will be facing challenging times to keep our schools function-
ing. 

Because of all the economic turmoil, the budget process is about a month 
behind schedule as Oregon and the 4J School District try to come up with 
realistic budgets in a sinking economy. 

What this means is that we will not know what the budget shortfall will be for 
our school until March 6. 

It is very likely that our shortfall (the difference between what 4J budgets for Charlemagne staffing and the cost of current 
staffing) will be the largest I have seen in my seven years at Charlemagne.  In the past, we have been able to fundraise 
to cover the shortfall but this year may be beyond what parents can commit to. 

For this reason, we are planning on doing a survey to determine parent support for maintaining current staffing at the 
school.  We plan on releasing the survey the week of March 9 (providing we really do have the numbers by then).   

It is absolutely critical that you respond to the survey by the deadline so that Martha can put together the staff-

ing plan for the next school year.   

Once the survey is complete, staffing decisions will be made and a goal will be set for the Direct Donation Drive.  If you
