Dear Parents, 

This Fall has been unusually busy at Charlemagne with the very high goals our Site Council 
has set for the year: 

¶ To continue the process for moving to full immersion, 

¶ To continue the process of examining our school to ensure that it is welcoming, 

increasing in diversity and inclusive of all families, 

¶ To continue working to close the achievement gap 

None of these tasks are easy but they all must be done. 

I was thrilled with the turnout for the full immersion discussion.  183 people responded to the survey with some 
very well thought out questions.  We used those questions to determine what individuals should be included on 
our panel.  Although a good number of participants stayed quite a while after 8:00, not all questions were an-
swered so we will schedule another session to be announced soon.  Our goal is to get 75% support from families 
before making a proposal to the district.

Go to http://
schools.4j.lane.edu/foxhollow/resources.html  .  There is also a large notebook with copies of some great immer-
sion articles at the front desk.  Bring up a cup of your favorite non-alcoholic brew, relax on the couch in the staff 
room and read some of them.  It will be much more pleasurable than sitting in your car waiting for carpool to be-
gin.  NOTE:  Just be sure to be back in your car when the line begins to move. 

Towards the second goal, Site Council has planned an evening event with facilitator, Elaine Rector, to look at our 
school as others may see it and examine what changes we can make to ensure that all families are represented, 
included and welcomed at Charlemagne.  Elaine is a very experienced facilitator with a good deal of experience in 
both French Immersion, having attended a private French-American school as a child herself, and also as a facili-
tator with Coaching for Educational Equity.   

This meeting will be held November 5 from 5:30 to 7:30 .  A light snack will be available at 5:00 and we will begin 
promptly at 5:30.  I am hoping that we have a good attendance at this meeting.  Child care will be available but I 
do need a head count so that I can gauge how many chairs we need, how much food to provide and the number 
of hand-out copies to prepare.  Please email me or call the office to let me know if you will attend. 

The staff continues to work on closing the achievement gap.  District testing is providing us with some good infor-
mation to help us identify students in need of additional support whether on the upper, lower or middle portion of 
the achievement scale.  We are using our valuable human and financial resources to ensure that the needs of our 
students are met.  Many thanks to the parent and community volunteers who help us in this endeavor. 

With so many things going right at Charlemagne the question could be asked, ñWhy are you trying to change 
something that is working so well?ò  The answer is simple:  Itôs not the best we can be and our children deserve 
the very best.  Good is nice, but Iôve just learned a Japanese word that sums up what we want.  The word is 
ñkaizenò.  Its essence is ongoing improvement ð How can I make the group function better today than yesterday?  
We will continue to strive to give Charlemagne students the very best education possible.  All of these goals have 
that objective in mind.

 Medication at School 

It is important to communicate with the school if your child is required or needs medication 
while at school.  The Eugene School District 4j has a policy in place regarding the admini-
stration of medication while and school.  Whether it is insulin or Tylenol (cough drops in-
cluded) a one-time dose or a daily requirement, there are certain steps that must be met to 
ensure your childôs safety.   

The law requires that the medication be brought to the office by an adult  in the original 
package or prescription bottle.  Over the counter medications such as cough drops, cough 
syrup, etc. Must be brought in by an adult  in the original container along with written con-
sent (this form is in the office) and directions on when and how medication will be given.

 Talented & Gifted (TAG) Program Referrals 

The Oregon Talented & Gifted Education Act provides for the identification of K-12 intellectually or 

academically gifted students who have met identification criteria of 97% on either a nationally 

normed test of intellectual ability or an academic achievement test in reading or math.  In addition, 

the criteria for identifying TAG students may include behavioral, learning and/or performance infor-

mation.  Eugene School District 4J, according to board policy, has also made special provisions to 

identify students  who are from ethnic or cultural minorities, underachieving students, those with 

disabilities and students who are  economically disadvantaged. 

If you would like to refer your child for TAG identification, or, have questions answered about TAG, please contact Char-

lemagne principal Martha Moultry at 790-3177. Once a parental checklist is filled out, signed and returned, the referral 

process will begin.  Hopefully, you will also consult with your studentôs teachers about the referral. 

Once the referral is received, individual testing by a school psychologist will follow for students in grades K-2.  The re-

sults of the Statewide Assessment, along with other data, will be used to determine eligibility for students in grades 3 - 5. 

Mme Moultry had the great honor of being present at Camas Ridge Elementary School Oc-

tober 27 to see former Charlemagne teacher Donna Dubois honored as Oregonôs teacher of 

the year.  She had called me the previous week to let me know that she was a finalist, but 

she was unaware of the news until upon arriving in the gym she noticed her family seated.  

The look on her face was so precious as she realized why Supt Castillo, Supt Russell and 

all of the media were there. This was such a special event and so well deserved.  As she 

noted in her impromptu acceptance speech, Eugene has so many wonderful teachers.  Her 

award can be shared vicariously with all of her well-deserving colleagues.
