Dear Parents, 

It was great seeing you at Open House, the school picnic and Curriculum Night.  
This year is off to a terrific start!  Students are arriving on time and ready to start 
each day.  Thank you for your efforts in getting them here on time.  Teachers 
really appreciate it when they can begin instruction with everyone present, elimi-
nating the need to repeat instructions.  Students appreciate it when theyôre on 
time and they donôt have to worry about what theyôve missed. 

The highlight of my day remains greeting you and your children you arrive each 
morning.  Hugs, stories, all those little tidbits of information that help me to know your child better and 
connect with them on a personal level are so important. 

One really fun experience this year was cramming all of one kindergarten class into my office as they 
walked, ever so quietly, around the building on a tour of the premises.  I admit, there was a little trepi-
dation, at first, about coming into THE PRINCIPALôS OFFICE!  I explained to them that my office is a 
place where they can come to show me some wonderful thing theyôve done at school, or to tell me 
about a problem theyôre having with a friend that they need help solving, or just to say hello.  Occa-
sionally a child is in my office for disciplinary reasons, but I prefer to go to the classroom for most 
ñinvestigativeò discussions.  I see myself, and hope that you and your children do as well, as their 
personal cheer leader, problem solver, helper, and supporter. 

On Monday, September 28 I will visit each class discussing bullying, harassment, intimidation, and 
discrimination.  Your child will be taught to Recognize these behaviors, to Refuse the behaviors in a 
firm and serious voice, and to Report the behaviors to an adult as soon as possible.  Our goal is to 
provide a safe learning environment for all students and to eliminate these negative behaviors at 
Charlemagne; we are well on our way to that goal.  

We will review the difference between tattling (telling on someone with the goal of getting them in 
trouble) and reporting (telling an adult about a behavior that can be harmful to the individual or some-
one else).  We will also discuss the role of observers and how effective they can be in providing sup-
port to someone who has been targeted by speaking up and reporting.   

You can help by encouraging your child to report incidents to an adult at school as soon after it has 
occurred as possible.  The sooner we know about an issue, the easier it is to take care of it.  Forms 
are available in the office for parents and students to report incidents of bullying/harassing behavior. 

Our PBS Program has been extremely effective in helping to provide a safe learning environment for 
children.  The children and staff take the three school rules:  Safety, Respect, and Responsibility very 
seriously.  We appreciate the support you have given and continue to give us as we help our children 
understand the importance of each child feeling and being safe, respected, and responsible at Char-
lemagne.  Those three provide the ideal setting for learning to grow.

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SCHOOL NEWS 

 New and Improved Parent-Teacher Conferences 

 After a good deal of input and discussion last school year, the following decisions were reached  regarding parent-
teacher conferences for the 2009/2010 school year: 

¶ Conferences will be held over 2 full school days, November 9 and 10. There will be no school for students on those 
days.  Teachers will offer evening conferences on Monday, November 9. 

¶ Childcare will be available in half hour increments at a fee through Fun Club on those days, but advance sign up will 
be required.  (Contact Mme Veronica at Fun Club to sign up at 434-2623.) 

¶ We will investigate a sign up system that minimizes the impact on parents.  (This has been done and will be ex-
plained in more detail below.) 

¶ Teachers will conference with their homeroom class only, unless both teachers agree that both are needed for a par-
ticular child.    

¶ Four changes, designed to minimize the impact of conferences on families and to improve the conference process 
will be instituted: 

1. Families with siblings in different classes will have conference times slotted first so that conferences are 
back-to-back, preventing the need for multiple trips to school for conferences.  Families with siblings will get 
more information from your child's teacher about how that will work. 

2. Mme Peggy has designed a really great  program that will allow you to sign up online for conferences, avoid-
ing the need to come to school.  You will receive a link in your child's class newsletter between 10/16 and 
10/19.  You will create an account with a password to sign up for a conference.  If a change needs to be 
made, it will be done online.  No need to call the office.  A computer will be available in the library for parent 
use, if needed.  

3. Mme Moultry will send out some questions for consideration on 10/19 so that parents come prepared to help 
set goals for the year.  Please note that this is a goal setting conference.  

4. You will receive a copy of the goals set at your child's conference when the conference is done.   

We are hopeful that these changes will make the conference process easier for families.  An online survey will be avail-
able after conferences for parent feedback.
